Life Insurance Reference Architecture - Installer Documentation
Summary 
This document is intended to accompany the Insurance Life & Annuity solution installation msi file. It contains installation instructions, prerequisites and known issues.
Introduction 
The installer pack within the solution deploys the Insurance Life & Annuity solution on the target machine. This document is meant to provide the user with an overview of the install process. The document does not describe in detail what activities are performed during the install. 
What’s in the Package
The package contains the following files:
· Insurance Life Annuity Installer Help.docx – this document.
· ILASetup.msi – this is the installer program that creates the solution artifacts. This msi installs the objects which form the core of the Insurance Life & Annuity solution. This includes the MOSS site collection, XML data store (based on ACORD insurance standards), web service, BDC, InfoPath and Silverlight. 
Before You Install 
We recommend that you use a separate, non-production machine for installing the reference pack or create a backup image of your computer, before installing any of the software referenced here. Alternatively, use a Virtual PC. This application has been tested on Windows 2003 Server SP2.

Following are the software requirements for the target machine:

1. Windows Server 2003 Server (SP2)
2. Internet Information Services 6.0
3. Microsoft .NET Framework 3.0
4. Microsoft Office SharePoint Server 2007 (with Form Server)
5. Microsoft Office 2007 Client Install (InfoPath 2007, Outlook 2007)
6. Microsoft Office Communicator 2007
7. OpenXMLSDK
8. Silverlight runtime (client side)

Prerequisite configurations
1. User installing the application should have administrative privileges
2. “NT Authority\System” user should be added to “Business Data Catalog Permissions”
How to Install
In order to install the package follow these steps:
1) Double-click the file ILASetup.msi.
2) Enter the required details as to Site URL in the screens that follow
a. Site URL
b. Database Name and Instance
c. User Id
d. Email address
3) Wait for the console programs to finish execution
4) Access the URL “http://<ComputerName>:<portno>”
Manual Configurations:
1. General
a. Open IIS Manager (inetmgr) 
b. Expand “Insurance Life And Annuity – <port no>” website.
2. Configure Silverlight application virtual directory
a. Select “SilverlightComponent” virtual directory
b. Open Properties window (right click on virtual directory and select “Properties”)
c. Go to “Directory Security” tab
d. Click on Edit button under “Authentication and access control” section
e. Check “Enable anonymous access” checkbox
f. Enter machine administrator and password and click OK
3. Configure Silverlight application page
a. Select “SilverlightComponent\Default.aspx” file
b. Open Properties window (right click on virtual directory and select “Properties”)
c. Go to “File Security” tab
d. Click on Edit button under “Authentication and access control” section
e. Uncheck “Enable anonymous access” checkbox
4. Grant write access to XMLData store folder
a. Select “SilverlightComponent” virtual directory
b. Open windows explorer (right click on virtual directory and select “Explore”)
c. Open Properties window of XMLData folder (right click on XMLData folder and select “Properties”)
d. Go to “Security” tab
e. Click on “Add” button
f. Enter “Authenticated Users” in “Enter the object names to select (Ensure location is MACHINE and not DOMAIN) and click OK.
g. Select “Modify” checkbox (“Read & Execute”, “List Folder Contents”, “Read”, “Write” will be automatically checked)
h. Click OK

2. SQL User “ILAUser” Login will be created database access with password as “pass@word1”
