Site Usage Report WebPart 
1. Overview 
SharePoint provides a single, integrated location where users can efficiently find organizational resources and collaborate themselves. SharePoint Usage Analysis very important as part as Administrator comes to know how the users are efficiently using SharePoint Site. This WebPart will help administrator to track how users are using SharePoint site along with that he/she can print the Report of this User usage.
	

2. Some of the scenarios where the WebPart can be used:

a. Administrator has to keep monthly audit report of the SharePoint Site Users.
b. With this Administrator will come to know which are the most active users of the SharePoint Site and if not he can remove the some of the User to save CAL.
c. With this Administrator might take the action to attract the Users to visit the SharePoint site with the Help of Surveys, Discussion board. (For Surveys  go through this Webpart http://surveywebpart.codeplex.com/)


3. How to Deploy this WebPart :-
Steps for Deployment of WebPart

a.  Download WebPart from Codeplex.

b.  Add the solution
stsadm -o addsolution -filename SiteUsageWebpart.wsp

c. . Deploy the solution
stsadm -o deploysolution -name SiteUsageWebpart.wsp -url {SITEURL}

d. Go to Site Collection feature and Activate the feature of SiteUsageWebpart 
OR go to the WebPart gallery in Site Setting and add new WebPart and select SiteUsageWebpart and click on Populate gallery.

You will get the WebPart in to use.


4. How to Use this WebPart:-
a. Open the SharePoint Site click on Edit Page.
b. Click on the Add WebPart after this you will find this SiteUsageWebpart in Miscellaneous section.
c. If the WebPart showing the Message 
“Site Usage Analysis Is not Enabled. Please enable it from SharePoint Central Administration.”

Then to resolve this go to 
· Open SharePoint Central Administration.
· Go to Operations tab.
· Inside the Logging and Reporting click on Usage analysis processing.
· Inside this enable logging and Enable usage analysis processing with schedule.
· After this wait for one day after which this WebPart will start working. 

d. After this you can see the Dropdown list with Day/Months option.
e. When User selects Day you will see per day users visits. For more days view click on Edit page after this click on Modify Shared WebPart “From How many Days:” set this value in between 1 to 31 to get the result from last that many days.
f. If User select month then it will shows

· Total Hits: - Number of times this user visited this site.
· Recent Month: - Current Months number of hits he has given.
· Most Recent Day: - Day on which user hits the SharePoint site most of the time.
· Most Recent Day Hits: - It gives number of hits on that day.

g. There “Number of Site Visits: - “which will show total number of visits to SharePoint site.
h. Print Report (Print Report) link is provided clicking on it User will get the Report in the POP up window.
