Family Lines V0.5 Changes

1. Use the GEDCOM.Net library to import GED files.

2. Partial support for "facts" and "events".

3. Rework of "Export places".

4. Added "Family Notes" support.
5. Web URL entry in "Photos & History".

6. Improved date validation in Details pane.

The "highest risk" change is "facts and events", as the support is only partial. The change impacts load/save and import/export as well as Person properties but existing Family Lines V0.4 features should still work as before.
Specific testing details:

1. Import GED files.

The GEDCOM.Net library gives us better import performance and more complete handling of GEDCOM V5.5 files. GEDCOM.Net is not perfect and has bugs and limitations of its own. The "risk" for this change is the translation from GEDCOM.Net to "Familyx" format might be incorrect or incomplete.
· Does all data import correctly (at least as well as Family Lines V0.4)? 

· Does new data (facts, events, family notes, etc) import correctly?

· "Edge conditions" to check: sources and repositories. 
· Are any problems reported during imports (see "My Documents\FamilyLines_Import.log")?

A good source for "random" GED files is: http://www.genealogyforum.com/gedcom/

Known limitations: importing very large GED files may crash. "Very large" is on the order of more than 10,000 individuals.

2. Export GED files.

The GED export code has been extended to handle new data.

· Does all data export correctly (i.e. can be imported into other genealogy programs)?

· Especially check new data (facts, events, submitter, web URLs, family notes).

3. "Export places". 
The code has been reworked. All locations (birth, death, burial, etc) from Family Lines V0.4 should work correctly. The result is a KML file, Google Earth may be required to examine the results.
Known Limitations: New event/fact locations aren't supported yet.
4. Family Notes

A simple dialog has been added to permit entering freetext "notes" about the family/file. The NOTE field from the GEDCOM HEAD record is used to import/export these notes.

5. Header

A simple dialog has been added to view the header data from the GEDCOM import. This data is read-only, for purposes of seeing the history of the GEDCOM file.

6. Submitter

A simple dialog has been added to allow entry of data about the "submitter" (the genealogy researcher) for use when exporting to GEDCOM. This data is important for submission of GEDCOM files to genealogy websites.

Known limitations: the data is not "remembered", i.e. it must be re-entered for any new file imported.

7. Web URLs

"Photos & History" has been extended to provide a place to enter web URLs related to a person. These are exported to the GEDCOM INDI record. The default web browser can be invoked to view the link.

8. Date validation

I've added a fix for the date parsing issue (issue 1690). This applies to "Date of Birth" and "Date of Death" in the Details pane. Before, if you started typing a date, it would immediately switch to "1/1/0001" and generally interfere with your typing. Now it's less intrusive and hopefully supports an acceptable variety of date formats ("1-apr-2000", "4/1/2000", locale format, etc).

9. Facts / Events

The GEDCOM standard supports a number of "facts" (Education, Religion, Occupation, Title, Census, etc) and "events" (Birth, Baptism, Bar Mitsva, Death, Cremation). The GEDCOM standard also supports multiples (e.g. more than one Occupation record) and additional details (Place, Age, Cause, Agency).

Family Lines V0.5 can now import, export, load, save and edit most of these additional facts/events and details. New dialogs have been added or controls extended to access these new records. (See "Changes visible in the GUI" below). A new "alternate format" report has been added to "Export HTML" to provide the means to print the new data.

· Do the new dialogs work? Do they work well?

· Can multiple facts/events be entered? Does doing so break the Details pane? Are these multiples visible in "Export HMTL"?

· Does the "fact details" gui hook (blue arrow) work? Should it be available for "event details"?

· Do the new events/facts or details work after loading a Family Lines V0.4 file?

· Does deleting/editing an "old" event/fact (e.g. birth, religion, cremation) break the Details pane? Family Data view? Statistics?

· Do existing family lines features, using the "old" events/facts still work correctly? I.e. still provide the same behavior as Family Lines V0.4. Merge, Export Places, export HTML, Family Data view, statistics, etc.

· As mentioned elsewhere, need to exercise import/export, load/save, and create.

Known Limitations:

Support for the new data is incomplete. The new data is not available in Family Data grids, statistics, or other views. The new data is not supported by Merge, export places, most of export HTML, etc.
Support for GEDCOM capabilities is incomplete. Fact/Event specific notes, photos, etc are not available. Some details (e.g. Age, Certainty) are not available. Some GEDCOM standard records (e.g. LDS records) are not supported. Custom records from other genealogy programs (_MREL, _FREL, etc) are not supported.
10. Save/Load: all new data should be correctly saved and restored from .familyx. Ideally a V0.5 familyx file should be loadable by Family Lines V0.4 (without loading the new data).

Changes visible in the GUI:

New menus:
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GEDCOM Header - shows the information imported from the GED file

Edit GEDCOM Submitter - enter data about the submitter for export to GED Header

Family Notes - free-hand text about the family (exported to GED Header NOTE record)

Details Pane:
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For "facts", the blue arrow goes to a dialog to enter additional details about the fact.

Additional events/facts available in "Edit More Details".

New Buttons:
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Goes to a dialog allowing editing all details about all facts/events, enter more facts/events, and custom facts/events.

Export HTML:

New option:
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New report format showing all fact/event data. 

Photos & History:
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New controls to enter web URLs and description. Buttons invoke the default browser. Exported to GED as part of the INDI record.
